The meeting was called to order and opened with a salute to the flag.

Mr. Augustine announced that the supervisors held an executive session regarding personnel and legal matters prior to the meeting tonight.

Staff Reports:

Emergency Management Coordinator Justin Data gave the monthly EMA report and said this has been the busiest year of all time, and the Fire Department is always taking applications for new members.

Fire Chief Dave Rishel gave the monthly Fire Department report and said there were well over 600 calls this year. 

Officer-in-Charge Sergeant Darrin Cwynar encouraged residents to keep an eye on each other’s houses since it is the holiday season, then thanked all those who donated presents for families in the township who may need help with gifts for their children this Christmas.

Robert Izzo and John Reuhle were present from Philip Weiner and Company and presented the 2017 Audit Report, with Mr. Reuhle explaining portions of the audit.  Mr. Izzo thanked the Township for hiring Philip Weiner and Company to perform the audit.

Barbara Thompson, Boyd School Road, thanked the supervisors for the work on the township roads and asked if lines were going to be painted on Old Pittsburgh Road.  Mr. Rishel said it is not a final product on Old Pittsburgh Road, it is the most expensive road in the township, lines will not be painted this winter, but there will be more safety upgrades on the road and there will be line painting once the final product is on it.  Mr. Rishel said there is much work to be done on all roads.  Ms. Thompson questioned lights on Ellwood Road.  Mr. Burick said the township applied for a grant but did not get it.  Mr. Rishel said he would speak with her after the meeting tonight.

Public Relations and Announcements:

Public Works Director TJ Keiran said the hot mix plants are now closed for the season, the Old Pittsburgh Road restoration project is essentially completed, and the rest of the work will be done next spring.
